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The overcoming of the assumptions of the postmodernity and the return,
with certain nuances, towards the illustrated values and towards the re-
flection about the connection between Ethics and Law, with the evolution
towards the already called hypermodernity have caused a resurgence of
the business ethics that seems to regain the lost prominence. The hyper-
modernity appeals to the ethics of the collective responsibility in which not
everything is permitted, with a return to the ethical authentication of Law
and Politics based on the public ethics that will involve, necessarily, the
respect for certain standards of behaviour. The nature of this kind of rules,
which refer us, constantly, to the ethics and to the peak of the so-called
business ethics of the good government constitute an object of study in
these new hypermodern times.
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1. Un nuovo contesto per la deontologia: il superamento della condizione
postmoderna

Nell’ultimo periodo sembra di assistere ad un ritorno della cosiddetta de-
ontologia. Forse questa inquietudine nei confronti della «scienza o tratta-
to dei doveri» & dovuta in gran parte, a partire dalla seconda meta del xx
secolo, al superamento dei presupposti della Postmodernita presenti in cia-
scun ambito sociale, culturale e politico. Il termine, diffuso grazie all’ope-
ra di Jean-Francois Lyotard La condizione postmoderna, pubblicata nel
1979, si puo definire come «lo stato della cultura dopo le trasformazioni su-
bite dalle regole dei giochi della scienza, della letteratura e delle arti a par-
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
